First, the SSCI-Sponsored Visiting Pro-

fessors Program . 

 The SSCI mission statement indi-

cates its dedication to the advancement of 

knowledge, information and ideas, together 

with a commitment to mentoring future gen-

erations of medical investigators and promot-

ing careers in academic medicine.   

 The faculty embodied in SSCI mem-

bership represents an academic resource--- a 

book of knowledge. In 2011 and in keeping 

with its commitment to mentoring, the SSCI 

will launch a Visiting Professors Program. Its 

speakers bureau will consist of members, 

who are senior clinician scientists represent-

ing the very best of the various disciplines in 

internal medicine. Its purpose: to share 

knowledge with others. 

 Based on official applications submit-

ted by an academic medical center to SSCI 

Council and its VPP Committee, SSCI faculty 

would be invited to deliver one or more lec-

tures, including medical grand rounds, and to 

participate in other scholarly activities spon-

sored by the division or department for their   

trainees and junior faculty. SSCI funds have 

been set aside to cover travel expenses; how-

ever, no honoraria will be provided for the 

privilege of representing the SSCI. More in-

formation can be found on the VPP an-

nouncement. 

 
Second, a Pathophysiology In Medicine 

Series in The American Journal of the Medical 

Sciences. 

 Our annual scientific meeting is the 

flagship forum of the SSCI, where incremen-

tal knowledge and dialogues can spawn an 

interdisciplinary perspective in search of 

common pathophysiologic expressions of 

diseases and disorders. Thinly veiled barriers 

between disciplines can be easily torn down 

and replaced with refreshing and invigorating 

discourse between disciplines. 

 And what applies to our annual ses-

sion should also hold true for the pages of 

our torchbearer, The American Journal of the 

Medical Sciences. In that spirit of cooperation 

and invigoration and with the endorsement   
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of editor, David Ploth, a new series entitled Pathophysi-

ology in Medicine will be launched this fall with Karl T. 

Weber as series editor. Its objective to present cutting 

edge insights into pathophysiologic expressions of a 

disease or disorder, spanning subcellular and cellular 

levels and meticulously woven into a fabric that in-

cludes integration and organ- based physiology and 

importantly clinical medicine. Senior clinician scientists 

will be invited to present topics on which they are a 

nationally-recognized opinion leader. These reviews 

will appear in The Journal on a regular basis, where they 

will serve as a state- of-the-art resource to students, 

trainees and faculty. 

 

Thirdly, the SSCI has released its official logo.  It is 

available as lapel pins and neckwear and can be worn 

to display our pride and support of the Society. Mer-

chandise can be purchased through our website and at 

the annual meeting. 

 

 

Finally, plans are underway for the SRM annual scien-

tific session, February 9- 11, 2012, in New Orleans. 

The President's Symposium  on Friday morning will 

feature 3 outstanding clinician scientists addressing 

The Heart Failure Epidemic: New Insights and Strategies. 

 On Saturday morning, the Joint Plenary 

Session will feature another national epidemic: The 

Cardiometabolic Syndrome: Hypertension, Obesity and 

Diabetes. Senior clinician scientists will share their in-

sights gleaned from the bench and the curbside into 

this all- important health problem afflicting children 

and adults. 

 In closing, let us the members of the SSCI 

explore our creative potential as we pledge to ad-

vance knowledge, ideas and information, to mentor 

future generations of biomedical investigators and to 

develop programs that support and indeed promote 

young clinician scientists. Exceptionalism is within our 

reach, let us explore it together.
